	Description of content: Legislative measure amending Regulation (EC) No. 1831/2003 as regards the introduction of additional labelling requirements for technological feed additives and other substances or products incorporated to exert a function on the active substance contained in some preparations. The function of the substances (belonging to the categories referred to in Article 6(1)(a), (b) and (c)) might be stabilizing or standardizing the preparation or facilitating its handling or incorporation into feed. Thus it is appropriate to introduce into Annex III and IV of the Regulation modifications to the information requirements and to the general condition of use for this type of additives and premixtures containing them so as to allow a verification that technological additives used in a preparation are authorised for the intended purpose and that those additives exert a function only on the active substance and not to the other components contained in the preparation.
