	Description of content: The Union list of flavourings and source materials is laid down in Annex I to Regulation (EC) No. 1334/3008. It was established by Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No. 872/2012 of 1 October 2012 adopting the list of flavouring substances notified in

G/SPS/N/EU/13/Add.1 (12 October 2012) which is now amended by the draft "Commission Regulation (EU) amending Annex I to Regulation (EC) No. 1334/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council as regards certain flavouring substances".

This addendum concerns the listing as fully evaluated substances of the following five substances: beta-Isomethylionone (FL No. 07.041), 6-Methylhepta-3,5-dien-2-one. (FL No. 07.099), 4-Methylpent-3-en-2-on (FL No. 07.101), trans-1-(2,6,6-Trimethyl-1-cyclohexen-1-yl)but-2-en-1-one, (FL No. 07.224), 3-[(4-amino-2,2-dioxido-1H-2,1,3-benzothiadiazin-5-yl)oxy]-2,2-dimethyl-N-propylpropanamide, (FL No. 16.126), following their evaluation by the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA). As part of its evaluation, EFSA has made comments on the specifications of two of those substances and therefore some changes in their specifications for these two substances are included in the text. This Regulation lays down conditions of use for substance FL No. 16.126 which relate solely to the use of this substance as a flavouring substance as it could also be added to food for other purposes than flavouring and such uses remain subject to other rules.
