	Specific rules on official controls for Trichinella in meat

	The proposal notified in G/SPS/N/EU/56 (19 September 2013) is now amended with "Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No. 1114/2014 of 21 October 2014 amending Regulation (EC) No. 2075/2005 laying down specific rules on official controls for Trichinella in meat (Text with EEA relevance)" [OJ L 302, 22 October 2014, pp. 46-50]. The Regulation will enter into force on 11 November 2014.
The regulation is addressed to those countries that are allowed to import live pigs, fresh pig meat and meat products to the EU (Australia, Canada, Chile, New Zealand and the United States).

The Commission Regulation(EU) No. 1114/2014:

-
Introduces references to the model health certificates to be used for the import of live pigs and fresh pig meat and certain pig meat products with the purpose to allow certification on derogations from testing under certain conditions including the listing of third countries making use of it;

-
Allows the limited cutting of carcases before the Trichinella result is known in horses under specific conditions;

-
Better clarifies the cleaning procedure for analytical tools after a positive or doubtful result and authorizes an alternative method for testing;

-
Clarifies conditions for the official recognition of controlled housing conditions as regards animals which passed through an assembly centre.
