	Clarification on the time period for pre-export avian influenza (AI) testing

	The veterinary conditions for the importation of pet animals - birds (other than domestic birds) were notified on 8 July 2005 vide G/SPS/N/SGP/30 and the AI-related conditions in these veterinary conditions were updated on 6 June 2014 vide G/SPS/N/SGP/26/Add.2.
Since 2010, the AVA has allowed two additional options for the testing of AI during the 21 days pre-export isolation period. These include (i) the virus isolation test for avian influenza virus; and (ii) RT-PCR test for avian influenza virus. Test results from both tests must be negative, with the sample size not fewer than 30 birds. A detailed copy of the veterinary conditions can be accessed at:

In addition, the Agri-Food and Veterinary Authority of Singapore (AVA) has received some enquiries on the proper interpretation of the pre-export testing period. The AVA would like to clarify that the pre-export virus isolation or RT-PCR tests should be conducted within the 21 days pre-export isolation period. The terms "since they were hatched" were included for cases where the birds being exported are less than 21 days old. Results from tests conducted more than 21 days before export will not be accepted.
